2 radio freq.

Once saddled with Texaco stay in formation and wait all the guests , you will be surprised by who still fly today.
You can declare BINGO FUEL ( via F10 Menu) to break formation anytime.

Once done with planned guests or BINGO FUEL you can RTB to Nellis AFB reaching usual LANDING IP WP4
over Glendale.
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
