 Neutralize six (6) enemy convoys located between WP2 – WP11.

Mission Six - “Bagdati Air Assault” Objectives: 
 Patrol COP Moto and COP Eagles Nest AO’s.  
 Provide CAS for Ground Forces (1-4 Bravo) if required.  
 Complete tasks as directed by the Operational Commander in the region (Whiplash-1). 
 
28 August 2015 – Hawg Flight departed Kutaisi Air Base and patrolled the COP Moto and COP Eagles Nest 
AO.  Hawg Flight was On-Call CAS for friendly forces on a Capture-or-Kill Mission inside the city of Bagdati. 
1-4 Bravo (US Army Rangers) inserted via CH-47 and UH-60.   After the insertion of friendly forces into 
the Target AO, enemy MANPAD units shot down two friendly helicopters.  1-4 Bravo contacted Hawg Flight 
to conduct a CAS strike on the MANPAD units.  Hawg Flight successfully neutralized the MANPAD units.  
During the operation, enemy reinforcements began an assault from the South via 10-12 light armored and 
anti-aircraft vehicles.  Hawg Flight neutralized the ambush forces.  Delta Force teams successfully 
captured their HVT and EXFIL’d to FOB Suse.  Intelligence gained from the HVT and Target AO are being 
analyzed by the S-2 at this time.   No further action or recommendations required.  ///END OF
